The Feast of the Presentation and Candlemas

On February 2nd, the Church celebrates the feast of the Presentation of the Lord
which occurs forty days after the birth of Jesus and is also known as Candlemas day,
since the blessing and procession of candles may be included in the liturgy.

Forty days after the birth of Christ, Mary
complied with this precept of the law, she
redeemed her first-born from the temple
(Numbers 18:15), and was purified by the
prayer of Simeon the just, in the presence
of Anna the prophetess (Luke 2:22 sqq.).
No doubt this event, the first solemn
introduction of Christ into the house of
God, was in the earliest times celebrated in
the Church of Jerusalem. We find it
attested for the first half of the fourth
century by the pilgrim of Bordeaux, Egeria
or Silvia. The day (14 February) was
solemnly kept by a procession to the
Constantinian basilica of the Resurrection,
a homily on Luke 2:22 sqq., and the Holy
Sacrifice. But the feast then had no proper
name; it was simply called the fortieth day
after Epiphany. This latter circumstance
proves that in Jerusalem Epiphany was
then the feast of Christ's birth.

From Jerusalem the feast of the fortieth day
spread over the entire Church and later on was
kept on the 2nd of February, since within the last
twenty-five years of the fourth century the Roman
feast of Christ's nativity (25 December) was
introduced.

Presentation of the Lord

The feast was first observed in the Eastern Church
as "The Encounter." In the sixth century, it began
to be observed in the West: in Rome with a more
penitential character and in Gaul (France) with
solemn blessings and processions of candles,
popularly known as "Candlemas." The
Presentation of the Lord concludes the celebration
of the Nativity and with the offerings of the Virgin
Mother and the prophecy of Simeon, the events
now point toward Easter.
