Parking Lot Paving 
 
The Finance Council has approved paving the parking 
lot this year, if sufficient funds are raised.  In round  
numbers, the Building Fund has $35,000.  The bid is 
$55,000, so we need to raise $20,000 to complete the 
paving this year.  The Long Range Planning Committee 
has secured challenges of $11,000.  For every dollar 
raised, the challengers will match dollar for dollar up to 
the $11,000 mark.  If we meet the challenge, the lot will 
be paved before October 1st.  If we exceed the        
challenge, we can pave additional areas.

August - The  Month of the Immaculate Heart of 

Mary 
 The Church dedicates the month of August to the Im-
maculate Heart of Mary. It is a dogma of the Catholic 
faith that Mary is the Immaculate Conception; that is, in 
preparation for the Incarnation of the Second Person of 
the Holy Trinity in her womb, she was conceived without 
the corruption of sin through the infinite merits of her 
Son, Jesus Christ. Over the centuries, as saints and 
theologians reflected on how Mary pondered and treas-
ured the sacred events from the life of Christ in her holy 
heart, as attested in Scripture, her pure heart was rec-
ognized as something to be imitated. Devotion to Our 
Ladyôs purity of heart began to flower, so much so that 
in the 17th century St. John Eudes promoted 
it alongside the Sacred Heart of Jesus. The devotion 
rose to a new level after the apparitions of Our Lady of 
Fatima, when Mary revealed an image of her             
Immaculate Heart to Lucia, Jacinta, and Francisco.

The Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary  

Wednesday, August 15th - a Holy Day of Obligation - Mass at 6:00 pm  

Addressing a jubilant crowd of over 500,000 people packed into St. Peterõs Square, Pope Pius 
XII solemnly defined in Munificentissimus Deus on November 1, 1950 that òthe Immaculate 
Mother of God, the ever-virgin Mary, having completed the course of her earthly life, was 
assumed body and soul into heavenly glory.ó  Although the solemn definition may have been 
at the midpoint of the twentieth century, the belief in the Assumption of our Blessed Mother 
exemplifies the dynamism of revelation and the Churchõs ongoing understanding of it as 
guided by the Holy Spirit. 
 
Granted, the word Assumption does not appear in Sacred Scripture. For this reason, many   
fundamentalists who literally interpret the Bible would have a difficulty with this belief.    
Nevertheless, we must first pause and reflect on the role of our Blessed Mother in the mystery 
of salvation, for this provides the foundation for the belief in the Assumption.  We firmly      
believe that from the first moment of her conception, Mary was free of all sin including      
Original Sin by a special favor of Almighty God.  The Archangel Gabriel recognized her as òfull 
of grace,ó òblessed among women,ó and òone with the Lord.ó  Mary had been chosen to be 
the Mother of our Savior.  By the power of the Holy Spirit, she conceived our Lord, Jesus 
Christ, and through her, true God became also true man:  òThe Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us.ó  During her lifetime, although the Gospel citations are limited, Mary always      
presented our Lord to others:  to Elizabeth and her son, John the Baptist, who leapt for joy in 
the womb at the presence of the Lord still in His own motherõs womb; to the simple   
shepherds as well as the wise Magi; and to the people at Cana when our Lord acquiesced to 
His motherõs wish and performed the first miracle.  Moreover, Mary stood at the foot of the 
cross with her Son, supporting Him and sharing in His suffering through her love as only a 
mother could do.  Finally, she was with the Apostles at Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit       
descended and the Church was born.  Therefore, each of us can step back and see Mary as the 
faithful servant of God who shared intimately in the birth, life, death, and resurrection of our
